· UIC Sustainability Declaration and Indicator Guideline
[image: image1]With the new approach of the UIC Declaration and Guidelines on Sustainable Mobility and Transportation, the rail sector will be able to differ between/focus its sustainability messages towards different stakeholders, and to compare its sustainable performance with other economic sectors, in particular with competitors such as road transport and aviation. The Declaration provides a concrete tool to communicate the rail sector’s contribution and commitments to sustainable development towards external stakeholders, with the Indicators Guideline supporting the reporting and continuous improvement of the sustainability performance of the rail sector. 
The Declaration thus supports the development of the UIC Sustainability Strategy. 

· UIC Sustainability Strategy (to be developed)
In 2010 UIC has presented the Rail Environmental Strategy towards 2030 and 2050 with the sub-title “Moving towards “Sustainable Mobility”. This strategy has a clearly technical environmental and European focus. The next steps of the sustainability work of UIC will be to clearly define what are the major sustainability issues and priorities for the rail sector beyond 2010,and from there develop the UIC Sustainability Strategy. The strategy process is foreseen to take place during the next five years.  
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
